Julie has won both 

qualifying classes. One had to feel for Ellen Littlechild  three drives with different ponies just couldn’t 

“get her eye in” and was frustratingly below her usual form. 

Margaret Robinson with the Hackney Gemma was the sole competitor in the horse class and had some 

fairly good times in the obstacles. 

Three juniors were forward and no one could have predicted the outcome, Gemma driven with confidence 

by Kim Gallichan was the winner by the narrowest of margins from the diminutive Ellie Carre driving 

Chino all credit to her for coping so well as the youngest driver, unfortunately Josh Baudains had an extra 

100 penalties for going through a wrong gate. 

 Carl Gallichan driving Homer had a one point advantage over Emma Le Marquand driving Miffy who 

shows much improvement at each outing, ZoeGallichan came in third driving Chino in the Preliminary 

class. 

The Consolation class was a win for Tom Robinson driving a more relaxed Lordi who had a good 

dressage test and was one of the only five clear in the cones.
