To be driven to a traditional vehicle (excluding vans or trade type) (Osborne
Qualifier :a, b and e)

Class 5

PRIVATE DRIVING FOR SINGLE PONIES NOT EXCEEDING 13.2hh
To be driven to a traditional vehicle (excluding vans or trade type) (Osborne
Qualifier : ¢, fand g)

Class 6

BEST TURNED OUT HORSE/PONY DRIVEN TO AN OPEN VAN OR LIGHT
TRADE VEHICLE. To be judged 30% Horse, 30% Vehicle, 25% Harness & 15%
Personal Appearance. There will be a Trophy and Rosette for the Best Brass.

Class 7

COUNTRY CLASS FOR SINGLE HORSE OR PONY IN COUNTRY VEHICLES
This class includes vans but excludes gigs, exercise vehicles and Hackney Show
Wagons. (Osborne Qualifier : d)

Class 8

PAIRS AND TANDEMS or any MULTIPLES- OPEN ANY HEIGHT. To be
driven to a traditional vehicle (Osborne Qualifier :( i)

Class 11

Pleasure Driving Classes are for newcomers to showing and not for those who
show in Private Driving Classes. Exercise vehicles only to be used.

Classes to be judged 15% on vehicle suitability, fit and cleanliness: 15% on
harness suitability, fit and cleanliness: and 70% on driver and groom,
horse/pony’s way of going and suitability as a family pleasure driving animal.

Competitors may be required to drive and halt between two pairs of cones and
exercise a U-turn in their individual show.

Class 12 OPEN WHIP - SINGLES AND MULTIPLES

Class 13 | NOVICE WHIP Open to Novices who have not won this class more than four
times or won a 1% in any other Whip Class. If there is only one entrant in the
Novice Whip Class the competitor will still be regarded as eligible for the Novice
Whip Class in the future.

0)Single turnout driven to a traditional type vehicle by a young driver aged 10 - 14 years

p)Single turnout driven to a traditional type vehicle by a young driver aged 15 - 17 years
