Reserve Show Champion was Ivor Barette with his imposing pair of Gelderlander’s Unique and Uniform 

driven to a Roof Seat Brake. 

 Reserve On the Move Champion went to Deen Bownes’ Welsh Section C Laurtom Gold Spark driven by 

Julie Chalker, Julie also won the Novice class with another Welsh section C, Anna. 

 

The Judge Gordon Marks from Cambridge decided to award Fleur White and Vincent Obbard in the 

Novice whip class equal first. The two Exercise Classes were won by Rachelle with Ovington Hermes 

(pony) and Laura Jeffries with Charlie (horses). 

 

The Van or Light Trade was won by John Vibert driving Yorkshire Ben, his wife June in second place 

with Burnhead Jester won the Best Brass Trophy; Brian Raffray was third with Charles Le Cornu’s
