Without proof of insurance you will not be allowed to compete at any event AND YOU WILL BE 

TURNED AWAY.   

You are required to provide a copy of your Insurance policy before you are able to compete at any event.  
Some renewal documents which have been received do not show the policy start and end date and that the 
Annual premium has been paid.  Please ensure that when you submit your Insurance documents they state that 

the premium has been paid and the period of Insurance is detailed.  We do not want to see the amount you 

have paid but we must have proof of payment.  This can either be a letter from your Insurer or if you have a 
policy with Carriage house then a photocopy of your card will be sufficient.

You 

must ensure that the class is detailed so that we can see which events you are insured 

for.
